Three Ways Out of the Problem
of Epistemic Normativity

ormativity represents one of the most significant philosophical

N concepts. The most prominent issues regarding normativity are found in

ethics, especially in metaethics. Epistemic normativity, on the other hand, is a somewhat
more recent subject of debate that emerged as a consequence of the naturalistic turn in
epistemology. This turn is a critique of earlier traditional epistemological conceptions
which, according to naturalists, failed to take into account (at least to a sufficient extent)
the results of the empirical sciences. The most prominent epistemologist of this orienta-
tion, Willard Van Orman Quine (1969), in the view of epistemologists such as Jaegwon
Kim (1988), contributes through his naturalistic approach to what may be called nor-
mative eliminativism. This conclusion follows from the stance that epistemology should
cease to deal with the question of how we ought to arrive at knowledge (justified true
belief) and instead focus on the processes and mechanisms by which we actually form be-
liefs. If Quine’s project is indeed the proper direction for epistemology, Kim sees no viable

way for epistemic normativity to be preserved. At best, it becomes mere instrumentality.
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Since epistemic normativity is a concept that no one—not even Quine (considering his
response to Morton White in 1986)—wishes to completely abandon, it becomes necessary
to show how it might be preserved within naturalistic frameworks. However, the aim of
this paper is to examine the broader outlines of the problem. We will present three pos-
sible ways out of the problem of normativity in naturalistic epistemology. One of them
is a hybrid approach, another is an attempt to naturalize epistemic normativity, while
the third leads us toward a non-normative naturalistic epistemology. We will attempt to
provide compelling arguments in support of each of these three positions, as well as to
identify the most convincing among them as a definitive way out of this decades-long

problem.

From the Passions to the
Emotions: A Cartesian Shift

his presentation aims to show the key innovations that Descartes’

T theory of the passions introduced into the understanding of emotions.

First, it briefly contrasts Descartes’ view with the medieval conception of passions, shaped
by Christian thought. It then considers how his ideas on sensation and the mind-body
union anticipate contemporary embodied and enactive approaches to emotion. Special
attention is given to the concept of sorrow, as a case study for examining whether, and
to what extent, Descartes transformed earlier notions of the passions and influenced
modern affective science. Medieval theories viewed the body-soul relationship through
a moral lens. Thomas Aquinas held that the soul was noble and separate from the per-
ishable body, while passions linked the material and immaterial. Augustine considered
most passions corruptive to the soul, except for forms of sorrow tied to spiritual longing.

Gregory of Nyssa and John of Damascus saw sorrow—especially of a depressive nature—
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as inherently harmful, weakening the soul and leading to sin. Descartes broke with this
moralized framework. He emphasized the role of the body in generating passions and
suggested they should be understood similarly to sense perceptions: as immediate aware-
ness of bodily states arising from the interaction of body and soul. Sorrow, for Descartes,
is neither good nor bad in itself but becomes beneficial or harmful depending on how it
shapes thought and action. By shifting from a scholastic view of an incorporeal mind to
a proto-embodied account of emotional experience, Descartes helped bridge medieval

perspectives and contemporary theories of emotion.

The Normativity of Truth
and Meaning in Semantic
Deflationism

P aul Horwich’s semantic deflationism presupposes the conjunction
of a specific form of the deflationary theory of truth and a use theory of
meaning. Horwich’s deflationary view amounts to the claim that everything we need to

we >

know about truth is encompassed by the schema “p’ is true iff p.” In other words, there
is no need to search for a metaphysical account of the constitution or definition of the
truth predicate—our use of the truth predicate is explained by our disposition to accept

particular instances of the given schema. Truth is thus nothing more than a “device of
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disquotation.” On the other hand, the meaning of a given term, according to Horwich, is
determined by its basic acceptance property, which is “a non-semantic property w that
explains the general application of w;” specifying the conditions under which a speaker
is disposed to accept a sentence containing the term w (Horwich 2005: 28). Horwich
emphasizes that basic acceptance properties are “idealized laws governing the use of
terms.” Meaning, therefore, is not identical with the non-semantic properties of use but
is constituted through them. Meaning (and truth) are not intrinsically normative—their
normativity derives from the “pragmatic value of true beliefs,” from the simple fact that
true beliefs are useful because they help us adjust our actions to our environment. In this
way, Horwich offers an account capable of addressing a range of problems encountered
by earlier semantic theories, while remaining within a naturalistic framework. The aim of
this paper is to show that Horwich’s explanation of the normativity of truth and meaning
is inadequate, and that semantic deflationism is therefore untenable. Three arguments
will be presented: the first shows that the theory is circular because it presupposes a cri-
terion of truth for beliefs independent of the criterion of truth for statements; the second
challenges Horwich’s analogy between constitution and scientific explanation; and the
third—connected to the first—criticizes his denial of intrinsic normativity and is based

on the idea of the impossibility of modally insulated properties.

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Does Infinity Exist According
to the Arguments of
Contemporary Platonism?

he central theme of mathematical Platonism is the problem of

T the existence of mathematical objects. In the 19th and 20th centuries,
mathematical Platonists abandoned the traditional metaphysical approach to justifying
the existence of mathematical entities. The new approach is scientifically oriented and re-
lies predominantly on two closely related lines of argumentation. One is the well-known
Quine-Putnam Indispensability Argument, formulated in the second half of the last cen-
tury, and the other is Baker’s Enhanced Indispensability Argument, developed about fif-
teen years ago. We will present these arguments and highlight their key similarities and
differences. This presentation aims to examine whether, on the basis of either of these
arguments, it is possible to speak about the existence of mathematical infinity—and, by
extension, other types of infinity. For this purpose, we will explore whether infinity is
merely an indispensable, or also an explanatorily indispensable, mathematical entity for
science. Using the example of calculating the area under a curved line, we will test the
claim that the role of infinity is exclusively static, rather than dynamic and explanatory.
If this claim holds, it would follow that the existence of infinity can be supported only by
the original, traditional form of the indispensability argument, but not by its more recent,

contemporary version.

Adaptive Functions and
Symbolic Structures: An
Evolutionary Approach to
Understanding Consciousness

T he ontological question of consciousness often carries, in
philosophical literature, the implication that it concerns some kind of
“thing,” that is, a being whose essence is commonly framed through two dominant tradi-
tions: one Cartesian (encompassing subjectivist theories that place emphasis on private
experiences), and the other naturalistic (theories united by the claim that consciousness
should be understood as part of the physical world). Consciousness is furthermore fre-
quently linked to the self, a metaphysical ground that persists through change and is
closely associated with the distinctively human way of perceiving oneself as a self-aware
being. A possible way of transcending this interpretive framework begins with a compar-
ative analysis of different manifestations of consciousness in organisms whose awareness
has evolved as an adaptive product of natural selection. Various organisms—primarily
in the animal world—interact with their environment in more primitive or more so-

phisticated ways depending on their evolutionary and adaptive capacities, that is, their
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biological needs. Organisms are, so to speak, “aware” of their surroundings only to the
extent required for their survival within them. In the human case, this evolutionary scale
is transformed due to our capacity to shape the world while interacting with it. Human
consciousness is reflexive: it relates back to the world in ways that actively transform it.
The possibility of such transformation lies in the creation of symbols and in the linguistic
structures that enable their transparency and communicability. In this sense, reflexivity
relies on language—that is, on the symbolic network that permeates the human world.
Understanding consciousness as an evolutionary process that depends on the configu-
ration of the organism as a whole allows a comparative approach with other organisms,
while also revealing the distinctive character of human consciousness—a distinctiveness

profoundly shaped, though not fully determined, by language.

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Rousseau’s Theory of the
Origin of Language and Writing

ollowing the path of the Discourse on the Origin and Foundations

F of Inequality Among Men and the Essay on the Origin of Languages—two

works in which the great Enlightenment thinker examines this topic in depth—this paper
aims to recapitulate and recontextualize Rousseau’s insights on the origin (and the de-
cline) of language and writing, which occupy a central place in his philosophy. Rousseau
defends the thesis that the more imperfect the writing system, the older the language it
accompanies. This leads him to observe, through the different forms of writing charac-
teristic of ancient civilizations, the various stages through which people developed into
nations. From this, he arrives at the controversial claim that writing, which should in
principle strengthen language, in fact corrupts and weakens it. His radical method con-
sists in stripping the human being of all the artificial traits acquired throughout history.
The role and relationship of passions and needs in the emergence of southern and north-
ern languages are of crucial importance for a fuller understanding of Rousseau’s original
conception of language and writing. Despite the similarities and contradictions within
the theories presented here, it will be shown that the Discourse embeds the history of lan-
guage within the history of society, whereas the Essay (or Review) reverses the direction

and incorporates the history of society into the history of language.

he presentation will examine the relationship between the concept

T of manifest violence, which according to Benjamin is the only form of
sovereign violence—namely, the kind that resists instrumentalization in the service of
collective or social purposiveness—and Lacan’s thesis that following a revolution, there
is almost always the installation of a new symbolic Master: a Name that structures and
collectivizes what initially appear as dispersed acts of violence. We will therefore con-
sider whether the decreasing number of voices advocating for collective emancipatory
violence—and, conversely, the simultaneous rise of both practically institutional-instru-
mental forms of violence on the one hand and fragmented extra-institutional violence on
the other—is in fact connected to the presence of a voice in the symbolic that tells us our
rebellion stems not from a desire for freedom or diminished control, but from an even

more terrifying internalized authority.

The Contribution of Serbs
from Bosanski Petrovac to the
Serbian Uprising of 1875-1878

his paper examines the role of the Serbs from Bosanski Petrovac

T and its surrounding areas in the major Serbian uprising against the Ot-

toman Empire, which began in Herzegovina in 1875 and later spread to the territory of
Bosnia. Drawing on archival sources, contemporary newspapers, memoirs, and relevant
scholarly literature, the analysis focuses on identifying and presenting the key figures
from the Petrovac region who made significant contributions to the uprising. Special
attention is devoted to prominent individuals such as Vid Milanovi¢, Pero Kreca, Jovan
Pecanac, Petar Mirkovi¢, Simo Cavka, and the brothers Purde and Stevan Karanovié,
who, through their actions and personal sacrifices, left a notable mark on this histori-
cally important moment for the Serbian people in Herzegovina and Bosnia. Teachers,
priests, and merchants from Petrovac rose to become respected rebel leaders, standing
out either as commanders or as humanitarian contributors. Following the end of the
uprising, each of these figures responded to the new Austro-Hungarian occupation of

Bosnia and Herzegovina in different ways. Some returned to their former professions,
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while others entered civil service under the new administration. The paper also examines
the motivations that led the local population to join the uprising—from long-standing
dissatisfaction with feudal oppression and religious inequality to the hope for liberation
and unification with Serbia. Additionally, it analyzes the immediate consequences of the
uprising for the local community, including human losses, persecution, and migration.
The paper concludes by emphasizing the importance of preserving the memory of this
period as a key element of the collective historical consciousness of the Serbs from this
region. By highlighting local contributions within the broader uprising movement, this
study contributes to a deeper understanding of the regional dimensions of the Serbian

struggle for freedom in the 19th century.

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Migration of Serbs and Croats
from Bosnia to Croatia and

uring the Great Turkish War, significant migration movements

D took place across the Balkan Peninsula, especially from Bosnia to Croatia

and Slavonia. These migrants were mostly Christian subjects of the Ottoman Empire—
primarily Serbs and Croats—who fled en masse from Ottoman to Habsburg territory.
They were settled in war-devastated regions of Lika, Krbava, and the central areas of
Slavonia, all of which had come under Habsburg rule. Between 1683 and 1699, tens of
thousands of Orthodox Christians and Catholics left Bosnia for the lands of the Habsburg
Monarchy, considerably strengthening the existing Christian population along the Mon-
archy’s borderlands. In this paper, using available literature and original research, we aim

to present the main motives behind these migrations as well as their principal routes.

ithin the Habsburg Monarchy, Serbian liberals played a notable

W role in shaping debates on the Eastern Question, the Serbian Question,

and in interpreting Habsburg policy in Southeastern Europe. Foremost among them was
Svetozar Mileti¢, who, with remarkable foresight, argued and warned that the occupation,
and later annexation, of Bosnia and Herzegovina by Vienna and Budapest would create
a lasting and intractable problem for the Serbs as a nation—one that would ultimately
culminate in a Great War, disastrous above all for the Serbs and for the Russians. Mileti¢’s
political thought thus carried a clear objective: the unification of the Serbs, grounded in

the conviction that no genuine support could be expected from the Great Powers.

The Changes in Maya
Warfare Evidenced in
Epigraphic, Iconographic and
Archaeological Sources

n the 19 century, scholars saw the Classic Maya as peaceful

farmers led by theocratic, priestly administrators focused on mathematics,
astronomy, and calendar-making, a view promoted by Morley and Thompson for nearly
a century. The two scholars acknowledged small raids but denied major warfare in the
Maya area. As hieroglyphs were decoded, debate grew between archaeologists and epig-
raphists. Over time, archaeology confirmed many inscriptions, establishing epigraphy
in Maya research. By using analytical method and comparing the three categories of
sources (epigraphic, iconographic and archaeological) the paper will show the actual
picture of Pre-Columbian Maya warfare especially focusing on the epigraphic materials.

Comparing inscriptions, iconography, and archaeology reveals changes in Maya military

history. Inscriptions provide precise data, while iconography and archaeology fill in gaps,
especially where texts are missing. Studies at cities of Dos Pilas and Caracol show that
military events shaped their rise and fall. By the 6th century, warfare became central to
government propaganda and inscriptions. The end of the Classic Period brought the de-
cline of major centers, seen in more weapons, ruined palaces, fortifications, and sudden
city abandonment. At Dos Pilas, defenses were built from older buildings in a hurry; after
its fall, elites moved to naturally fortified Aguateca, which was also abandoned in a rush
with many people leaving behind their belongings, earning the city a name of “Mayan
Pompeii” Events like the burning of the palace and the Cancuén massacre highlight bru-
tal efforts to eliminate rival elites and prevent city recovery. Records from Caracol show
two military phases: 550-700, when it expanded and particular war-related glyphs were
used, and after 790, marked by smaller battles and usage of other glyphs. Continuous
warfare weakened major centers, increased resistance, and led to the collapse of central

governments.

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Woman in Dusan’s Code:
Between Privilege and
Inequality

Ilthough the portrait of women in medieval Serbia is often

A overshadowed by political, economic, cultural, and male figures among

the main themes of the medieval period, the light that illuminates their image and role
is found in Dusan’s Code. Among the several dozen articles of the Code, which will be
the subject of our analysis, there are traces of the identity, private life, property status,
responsibilities, and possibilities of women in the Middle Ages. Although almost invisible
in public life, whether free or dependent, women certainly had their place in the most
significant legal monument of Serbian medieval history. By following the traces of their
legal existence and the rare details about women — which at times reveal privileges but
also discrimination and inequality — we will attempt to complete parts of the unfinished

mosaic through historiographical insight.

Once Again About the Title of
Knez in Dusan’s Code

Ilthough we wrote — albeit not extensively — about the title of

A knez in Dusan’s Code almost twenty years ago, we believe that this topic

may once again be examined and enriched with both earlier and more recent scholarly
research addressing this issue. Dusan’s Code, as one of the most significant legal monu-
ments of the medieval period, mentions the dignity of the knez in Articles 50, 140, 141,
146, and 160, as well as in the title of the Code, where the knez appears alongside the lord
when listing representatives of the spiritual and secular nobility. Of all the above-men-
tioned articles, the knez is explicitly referred to in only two (Articles 141 and 146), where-
as in the remaining articles he is mentioned only in manuscript copies belonging to the
older and younger recensions. Those who bore this title were primarily representatives
of local authorities — county, katun, or city leaders — and they also exercised judicial
powers. In addition, some articles of the Code lead us to conclude that knezes were not
exempt from penalties for certain offences: they could be fined financially in order to
compensate for damages, but could also be punished as “traitors” (one who commits in-
fidelity or betrayal), with their property subject to confiscation. Considering that most of
the manuscripts in which the knez is mentioned were written between the 15th and 17th

centuries, they enable us to trace the “life” and application of the Code even after the fall
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of the medieval Serbian state. In later copies of Dusan’s Code, knezes are equated with
nobles and boyars, which informs us about their rank and social standing at the time. It
should also be noted that later copies require a high degree of critical caution on the part

of researchers, for the simple reason that scribes occasionally revised the Code.

Bosnhia in the Writings of
Medieval Serbian Authors

he paper “Bosnia in the Works of Serbian Medieval Authors”

T examines how the territory of medieval Bosnia and the Kotromanié

dynasty were represented in the corpus of Old Serbian literature. The research fo-
cuses on three major genres of the Serbian medieval written tradition: genealogies,
chronicles, and hagiographies. These texts constitute a significant part of the pre-
served narrative material from Serbian medieval history and culture, and their con-
tent and modes of composition provide an important source for studying medieval
conceptions of the past and attitudes toward neighboring lands. The paper investi-
gates the scope, contexts, and purposes of references to Bosnia and its rulers in these
writings, as well as whether they contain elements reflecting the political, ideological,
or cultural views of their authors and the environments in which they were produced.
Special attention is given to the analysis of the narrative strategies through which
these texts construct the image of Bosnia—whether as a geographical space, a politi-
cal entity, or a historical tradition. Although limited in terms of historical reliability,
these works represent valuable material for studying the cultural and political rep-
resentations and ideologies of medieval society. The primary aim of the paper is not
to determine the historical accuracy of the recorded information, but to systematize
these references and examine their functions and meanings within the framework

of Serbian medieval literature. In this way, the study seeks to contribute to a better
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understanding of how medieval Serbian authors constructed notions of Bosnia and
the positions assigned to it within the cultural memory and narrative traditions of
the Middle Ages.

Sports Power and Superpower:
The Soviet Spirit of Olympism
in the Arena of the Cold War

he interaction of politics, economics, and sports, as well as the

manipulation of international sporting events for political and economic
purposes, are widespread in the modern world. The influence of politics on sports is re-
flected in various aspects—from awarding hosting rights to countries whose political and
economic position is dominant at a given moment, to suspending or banning national
teams from participating due to war, and tolerating the promotion of political ideologies
during sporting events, even when such acts escalate into violence and jeopardize not
only the competition itself, but also the safety of the athletes. One of the most recent
examples is the violent pro-Palestinian demonstrations during the famous Spanish cy-
cling race La Vuelta. During the Cold War, this symbiosis between sports and broader

socio-political dynamics reached a new intensity. A victory by a Soviet or American team
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at the Olympic Games, or at any other major international competition, was not merely
a matter of athletic achievement, but a symbol of national pride, ideological superiority,
and geopolitical prestige over the rival superpower. The aim of this paper is to analyze and
present—based on relevant literature and archival documentation from the International
Olympic Committee Archives in Lausanne—the process of the Soviet Union’s return to
the International Olympic Movement in 1952, which granted the USSR equal access to the
global Olympic arena. From that point on, the Soviet Union, much like the United States,
used sporting successes and Olympic medals to influence both domestic and internation-
al public opinion. Through participation in, or boycotts of, the Olympic Games, the USSR
sought to maintain or strengthen its image as an equal or even more successful superpow-
er. Using a comparative approach, the paper examines the interaction between political,
military, and economic factors and Soviet participation in the Olympic Games—and vice

versa—as well as the impact of these interactions on the international arena.

cceptance by peers and participation in peer activities play an

A important role in the social development and functioning of students

with disabilities. Since students with developmental disabilities are now largely included
in mainstream schools, it is important to examine their social status within this educa-
tional context. The aim of this paper is to present the level and quality of social acceptance
of students with developmental disabilities in the inclusive education system. To achieve
this aim, a review of research published in the last ten years was conducted. The results
indicate that students with developmental disabilities generally occupy an unfavorable
social position. Compared to their typically developing peers, these students are less fre-
quently involved in peer activities and more often experience rejection and peer victim-
ization. Research has further shown that the social position and acceptance of students

with developmental disabilities are influenced by various personal and environmental
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factors. Among the personal factors, the type of disability, gender, age, social skills ac-
quisition, and the presence of problematic behaviors have been identified as important
variables affecting how these students are perceived by their peers. Within the group of
environmental factors, the knowledge and previous experience of typically developing
students regarding individuals with disabilities, teachers’ attitudes, the organization of
the teaching process, and the overall quality of the school climate are particularly empha-
sized. Given the importance of social acceptance and the need to improve it, it is neces-
sary to investigate the causes of the relatively unfavorable social position of these students
and to implement measures targeting the factors identified as significant. This implies
that efforts to enhance the social acceptance of students with developmental disabilities
should operate at multiple levels — from the individual student and peer group, through

teachers and school practices, to the broader organization of the educational system.

Teachers’ Perception and
Readiness for the Use of
Artificial Intelligence Tools in
Teaching

he rapid development and integration of artificial intelligence (Al)

T tools in education raises the question of teachers’ readiness to adopt these
technologies in teaching practice. The aim of this study was to examine secondary school
teachers’ perceptions of the pedagogical use of Al tools and their level of readiness for
implementation. It was hypothesized that teachers hold predominantly positive attitudes
toward Al and show a certain degree of readiness to use these tools. The research was con-
ducted on a convenience sample of 100 secondary school teachers from the Banja Luka
region. The research instrument was a questionnaire constructed for the purpose of this
study, containing items rated on a five-point Likert scale, measuring teachers’ perceptions

of Al potential in education and their personal readiness for application (scale reliability:
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Cronbach’s a = 0.90). Data analysis included descriptive statistics, t-tests, one-way ANO-
VA, and the Pearson correlation coefficient. Teachers expressed a distinctly positive per-
ception of Al potential (M = 3.71 out of 5), with a high level of agreement that AI should
serve as a supportive tool rather than a replacement for teachers (M = 4.32). The average
self-assessment of readiness for the use of Al tools was moderate (M = 3.56). A statisti-
cally significant, moderately strong positive correlation was found between perception
and readiness (r = 0.587, p < 0.01). No statistically significant differences in perception or
readiness were observed with regard to teachers’ gender, age, work experience, or subject
area. The findings indicate a gap between teachers’ generally positive perceptions of Al
and their limited readiness for its practical implementation. This points to the need for
systematic professional development and institutional support to bridge this gap. More-
over, the positive correlation suggests that enhancing teachers’ understanding of Al ben-

efits may encourage greater integration of artificial intelligence into teaching practice.

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Grading hinders second
language acquisition

his paper problematizes the concept of grading in schools, with

T a particular focus on English language classes in Serbian primary

schools. It has been noted that language acquisition (both first and second) follows
the so-called U-shaped learning curve, which refers to a learning pattern that be-
gins with high performance, then declines, and finally rises again. A commonly cited
example in language acquisition is the learning of English irregular verbs: children
first use the correct form went, then overgeneralize to goed, and eventually stabilize
the correct form went. However, such “errors” actually demonstrate that the learning
process is taking place and that learners have successfully internalized certain gram-
matical rules. Thus, errors in language acquisition are (i) systematic and (ii) a sign of
learning progress. Consequently, meaningful learning requires the right to make mis-
takes—yet, we argue, this right is largely absent in contemporary schooling practices.
The aim of this research is to examine the types of errors students make in their Eng-
lish writing samples. A qualitative method of error analysis was employed. The data
consist of writing samples from 20 fifth-grade primary school students whose mother
tongue is Serbian. The research instrument was a questionnaire containing transla-
tion and language-production tasks. Errors were categorized, and explanations were
provided for each category. The results support conclusions (i) and (ii). We argue
that there is a dissonance between the grades students would typically receive and the
actual meaning of their errors—namely, that low grades may be given for what are,

in fact, indicators of successful learning. This misalignment can hinder the learning
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process, as grades hold strong value for students and may discourage them from en-

gaging in authentic learning.

The Pedagogical Pendulum
in Two Dimensions: The
Dynamics of Education
Between Socialization,
Individualization, and
Historical Context

hroughout history, many educators have, in various ways,

T highlighted a fundamental contradiction inherent in the process of ed-

ucation. This contradiction lies in the fact that education simultaneously aims to inte-
grate the individual into the community (the socialization aspect of education) and to
foster the development of the individual’s potential, shaping them as a unique person
(the individualization aspect of education). Nikola Potkonjak compared the dynamic
of education, which rests on this dichotomy, to the oscillation of a pendulum, referring
to a unique “pedagogical pendulum” that swings between two extreme positions—ex-
treme socialization on one end and extreme individualization on the other. According
to him, the entire history of education and pedagogy can be viewed as a search for the
right balance between these two extremes. This study attempts to expand the model of

the pedagogical pendulum by proposing that the pendulum moves not only horizon-
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tally (oscillating between these extreme positions) but also vertically, suggesting that
the entire pendulum moves upward (representing changes that occur over time). Such
a model might be more suitable for representing and understanding the dynamics of
educational processes, as it illustrates the fact that the pedagogical pendulum can never
occupy completely identical positions. Even when it returns to the same position on the
socialization-individualization dimension during its oscillation, it is the same position
only in a relative sense, not in an absolute one. Re-emphasizing socialization or individ-
ualization in education cannot be identical to similar emphases in the past, given that
the overall context in which education takes place has changed. This model can serve to
illustrate the dynamics of educational processes, both in terms of the oscillation between
soc<ialization and individualization on the societal level of education and on the level of

individual development.

E culture has its own distinct views of the child and childhood. Traditional

Serbian culture also represents a rich repository of perspectives and experiences concern-
ing children and childhood. This paper focuses on analyzing the main customs related
to children in Serbian traditional culture. The methods used include theoretical analysis
and synthesis, as well as content analysis. The research question is: Which customs relat-
ed to children have been present in the traditional culture of the Serbian people over the
past hundred years, and what is their function? The research draws upon various sources,
starting from Miodragovi¢’s Folk Pedagogy among the Serbs, as well as other ethnographic
calendars, collections, studies, and articles that document customs and beliefs across the
Serbian ethno-cultural space. Certain customs are associated with key life-cycle events:
birth, baptism, the first haircut, initiation rituals, and the appearance of the first tooth. It

is of great importance that all customs are carried out consistently and in accordance with
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clearly established rules. Many customs are intended to protect the child from evil forces.
Although a number of these traditions are fading under the influence of modern lifestyles
and technological advancement, many customs related to children have persisted to this
day. Customs and beliefs largely reflect traditional views on children, childhood, and
upbringing. The research results may be valuable for pedagogical theory and practice,
as they contribute to a more comprehensive understanding of the child and childhood
within the context of the traditional culture of the Serbian people. In addition, identifying
the possible negative effects of certain customs may help ensure that such practices are

no longer continued.

Key Representatives and Core
Principles of Critical Pedagogy

he research problem concerns the examination and analysis of the

T essential characteristics of the pedagogical movement known as critical
pedagogy. These characteristics were explored using biographical, historical, and theo-
retical methods of analysis and synthesis, as well as content analysis procedures. Critical
pedagogy emerged in the second half of the twentieth century, and its main represent-
atives include Ivan Illich, Paulo Freire, Bogdan Suchodolski, Neil Postman, and Noam
Chomsky. Although their ideas differ in terms of historical context and cultural back-
ground, they share a common commitment to critical reflection and transformative ac-
tion within the educational sphere and society as a whole. The primary aims of critical
pedagogy are liberation and autonomy, both at the personal-individual level and at the
societal level. Illich’s teachings on the “deschooling of society” demonstrate how social
and value crises contribute to the emergence of radical pedagogical theories. Freire’s Ped-
agogy of the Oppressed remains a powerful stimulus for raising awareness of the need to

increase equality among all participants in the educational process. The concept of the
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“third pedagogy;” as developed by Suchodolski, represents an ideal to strive for in achiev-
ing harmony between the individual and the social dimensions of education. Henry Gi-
roux and Noam Chomsky view critical pedagogy as a tool for resisting education rooted
in capitalist and utilitarian principles. Neil Postman warns of the dangers of excessive
reliance on technology, a concern that remains highly topical and challenging today. One
of the enduring questions arising from the legacy of critical pedagogy is whether improv-
ing the technical and technological foundations of teaching also implies improving ed-
ucational practice. This question remains open and relevant today, calling for continued
critical reflection, and still has no definitive answer. Critical pedagogy continues to be a
modern and inspiring pedagogical concept, both in theory and in educational practice.
Therefore, it is valuable to examine its essential features, influence, and reception within

contemporary pedagogical science.

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Predictors of Satisfaction
with the Educational

Process Among High School
Graduates: An Analysis of
Factors Influencing Perceived
Secondary Education Quality

he quality of the educational process largely depends on the

T complex interaction of institutional factors, teaching practices, and in-

dividual student characteristics. This study examines key predictors of satisfaction with
the educational process among high school graduates. Student satisfaction was opera-
tionalized through five dimensions: school-student relationship, curriculum content,
teacher instruction, assessment, and communication with teachers. The research ques-
tion explored the extent to which gender, age, academic achievement, and school type
predict satisfaction across these five dimensions. The study was conducted on a sam-
ple of 101 high school graduates from two secondary schools in Republic of Srpska. The
methodological framework included exploratory factor analysis, hierarchical regression
analysis, one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA), and descriptive statistics. A 39-item
questionnaire using a five-point Likert scale (o« = 0.82) was administered. All analyses
were conducted using JASP software. Hierarchical regression analysis identified school
type, academic achievement, and age as significant predictors, with satisfaction with the
educational process as the criterion variable. School type was the strongest predictor, ex-
plaining 8% of the variance in the teacher instruction dimension. Academic achievement
negatively predicted satisfaction with assessment, with high-achieving students report-
ing the lowest satisfaction levels. Age emerged as a significant predictor of satisfaction
with communication with teachers. Factor analysis indicated that teaching clarity is a
key latent dimension differentiating satisfaction between students attending gymnasium

and those in vocational schools. The findings carry important implications for improving
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educational practice. They highlight the need for differentiated pedagogical approach-
es across secondary school types, suggesting that personalization in assessment and in-
structional strategies may enhance student satisfaction and overall perceived quality of

secondary education.

earning as an active process of acquiring knowledge—rather

L than a passive reproduction of it—requires particular attention to deeper
understanding, connecting, and applying information across different contexts. For this
reason, metacognitive strategies, which include awareness, planning, and monitoring of
one’s own learning process, represent a key factor in developing effective learning ap-
proaches. In this research, both surface and deep approaches to learning were examined.
The surface approach is based on memorisation and short-term retention of content,
whereas the deep approach involves critical thinking, understanding, content analysis,
and long-term conceptual learning. The aim of this study was to examine the prevalence
of different learning approaches in relation to the development of metacognitive strate-
gies among upper primary school pupils. The research was conducted on a sample of 799
pupils from the seventh, eighth, and ninth grades of primary schools in the Sarajevo-Ro-

manija region. The results indicate that pupils with more highly developed metacognitive
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strategies significantly more often adopt a deep approach to learning, while the surface
approach is more prevalent among pupils with less developed metacognitive strategies.
These findings highlight the importance of fostering metacognitive strategies as a means
of promoting higher-quality, more self-regulated and reflective learning. The results may
contribute to the improvement of pedagogical approaches and the development of inter-
ventions aimed at strengthening metacognitive strategies among pupils. The discussion
outlines potential pedagogical implications and ways to enhance teaching practice within

the education system.

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Students’ Perception of the
Application of Incentive
Measures for Intrinsic
Motivation in School Learning
in Relation to Their Social
Status

his paper presents the findings of a study based on the

T hypothesis that statistically significant differences exist in students’ eval-

uations of how frequently teachers apply incentive measures aimed at fostering intrinsic
motivation for school learning, depending on socio-status variables such as gender, fam-
ily structure, and parents’ educational level. The study analyzed students’ perceptions
regarding the use of five specific motivational measures: exploratory activity, personal
causality, achievement, competence, and flow experiences. These measures were de-
rived from theories of intrinsic motivation, which provided the theoretical framework
for designing an instrument composed of five subscales. Each subscale operationalized
core principles of intrinsic motivation through specific teacher behaviours. The research
was conducted on a sample of 744 students in the seventh, eighth, and ninth grades of
primary schools in the Sarajevo-Romanija region. A survey research design was used,
employing questionnaires with rating scales, alongside theoretical analysis and content
analysis procedures. The findings revealed statistically significant gender differences
in students’ perceptions of teachers’ use of exploratory activity, personal causality, and
flow-enhancing measures, with higher mean scores reported by male students. Regard-
ing family structure, significant differences were identified for exploratory activity and
personal causality: students living with both parents reported a higher frequency of these
measures compared to those living with their father. Statistically significant differences
also emerged in relation to parents’ educational level for the personal causality measure—

students whose parents completed only elementary education perceived its application
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more frequently than those whose parents had completed secondary, post-secondary, or
higher education. These findings suggest that the causes of such differences may lie in the
way the teaching process is implemented, teacher competencies, and the value systems,
roles, and relationships within the family. The results may serve as a basis for developing
a pedagogical model which, through strengthening intrinsic motivation, contributes to

more sustainable and higher-quality learning outcomes.

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Evaluation of Students’ Digital
Literacy and Skills in the
“Digital World” School Subject

he “Digital World” subject was introduced in the lower grades of

Tprimary school with the aim of systematically developing digital
competences and functional knowledge in the field of information and communi-
cation technologies among early school-age pupils. Given that this is a relatively
new subject, it is important to examine how pupils experience it and to what
extent they associate it with their own digital literacy. The aim of this study was
to explore pupils’ perceptions of their digital literacy and competences after four
years of attending the Digital World subject. The research was conducted on a
sample of fifth-grade pupils, representing 11.64% of all fifth-grade pupils (n =
8,886) in the 2024/25 school year in the Republic of Srpska. The pupils included
in the sample represent the first generation to attend this subject, and they were
taught under challenging circumstances—without an adequate textbook—which
was not the case for subsequent generations. Thus, this research may serve as a
valuable baseline for future comparative studies. For the purposes of the study, a
five-point self-assessment scale was developed to measure pupils’ perceived dig-
ital literacy and competences (M = 17.22; SD = 2.49). The questionnaire included
general demographic items and statements assessing the teacher’s pedagogical
approach, adherence to online safety rules, computer use, and the perceived role
of digital devices in facilitating schoolwork. The results indicate that pupils hold
predominantly positive attitudes towards the Digital World subject, with no sta-
tistically significant gender differences (t = 0.12; p = 0.902). Pupils highly rated
the importance of safe online communication (M = 4.31) and the practical use-
fulness of digital tools for school tasks (M = 4.28). The findings highlight the
importance of integrating digital competences into teaching practice and the role

of teachers in shaping positive attitudes towards digital education. This research
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may serve as a foundation for future comparisons and for improving teaching

strategies aimed at strengthening digital literacy.

Artistic Sculptures in
Mathematics

he aim of this research was to practically demonstrate how the

T integration of artistic sculpture into mathematics lessons influences pu-

pils’ understanding of different types of lines. The participants were first-grade pupils
from the “Milan Raki¢” Elementary School, Novoselija branch (N = 18; 8 girls and 10
boys). The research question was: How does hands-on work with materials, inspired by
artistic sculptures, support pupils in recognizing, analyzing, and applying various types
of lines? The methodology combined observation, analysis of visual examples, and practi-
cal artistic creation. Pupils first analyzed the sculptures of artist Carm Greco, identifying
dominant types of lines and their influence on form and aesthetics. The practical phase of
the lesson included modeling sculptures using polyurethane foam, during which pupils
experimented with movement and pressure, applying mathematical logic: steady move-
ment for straight lines, wave-like motion for curved lines, varied pressure for thickness,
and closing or breaking the line to form shapes. Pupils prepared their sculptures and

presented them at a classroom exhibition attended by second- and third-grade pupils,

teaching staff, and the school administration. They explained their creative process to
visitors, thus practicing public speaking while demonstrating acquired knowledge in
both mathematics and art. The results indicate that pupils were able to recognize and
apply different types of lines in the creative process, that modifying lines changes the
spatial and visual dynamics of their work, and that they connected abstract mathematical
concepts more easily with practical and aesthetic experience. The findings highlight the
importance of integrating artworks into early mathematics education, as this approach
enables pupils to understand mathematical concepts more intuitively. Through modeling
and presenting their creations, pupils developed not only mathematical and artistic skills

but also self-confidence and communication abilities.

The Relationship Between
Socio-Pedagogical
Characteristics of Preschool
and Primary School Teachers
and Their Assessment of First-
Grade Pupils’ Knowledge of
Mathematical Concepts

T his paper examines the relationship between the socio-pedagogical
characteristics of preschool and primary school teachers and their as-
sessments of first-grade pupils’ knowledge of mathematical concepts at the beginning

of primary education. Particular attention was given to the variables of years of work
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experience, age, and professional role (preschool vs. primary school teacher). The general
hypothesis assumed that socio-pedagogical characteristics are associated with teachers’
assessments of pupils’ mathematical understanding. Mathematical content was catego-
rized into two groups: geometric and arithmetic concepts. The research was conducted
in May and June 2025 on a sample of 321 participants (164 preschool teachers and 157 pri-
mary school teachers), using a descriptive research method and an online questionnaire
distributed via the Google Forms platform. The instrument included items related to so-
cio-pedagogical characteristics and teachers’ assessments of pupils’ knowledge of math-
ematical concepts defined in the first-grade Mathematics Curriculum of the Republic of
Srpska. Results obtained through Pearson’s correlation coefficient indicated statistically
significant relationships (p < 0.05) between work experience, age, and teachers’ assess-
ments of pupils’ mathematical knowledge. Younger respondents with fewer years of ex-
perience tended to evaluate children’s knowledge more positively. Statistically significant
differences were also found between preschool and primary school teachers (p < 0.01):
preschool teachers generally provided more favorable assessments of pupils’ mathemati-

cal knowledge, while primary school teachers tended to evaluate it more conservatively.

Theoretical analysis of

he article presents a theoretical understanding of the influence

T of the quality of social connections on the pathogenesis of psychosomatic

diseases. The authors claim that the somatic symptom becomes a non-verbal commu-
nicative act, a language that mediates the patient’s relationship with others. The evolution
of theoretical paradigms from psychoanalysis to modern models is traced, emphasizing
that global processes (digitalization, changes in family and gender roles, the COVID-19
pandemic, which accelerated the introduction of telemedicine services) have not abol-
ished classical theories of interpersonal relations (Bowlby, Fonagy, Balint, etc.), but have
complicated them, enriching them with a new context. The analysis of key theoretical
concepts necessary for the interpretation of current social transformations is carried out:
the concept of “fluid modernity” Z. Bauman, describing the transition from stable social
structures to a volatile and unstable environment; the theory of “risk society” by U. Beck,
focusing on the growth of uncertainty, loss of distinctions, fragmentation; the concept
of computer culture by S. Turkle, revealing the impact of digital technologies on com-

munication. Special attention is paid to the transformation of the patient’s interpersonal
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field under the influence of digital technologies. A patient included in the “healthcare”
space has access to information and support networks. The authors develop the thesis
that the modern approach requires a psychologist to understand the complexity of the
interpersonal sphere of the client (patient), which is influenced by digital, economic and
environmental factors. This system is a complex dynamic structure in which interac-
tion with other people is mediated by both traditional interpersonal factors and modern
conditions. The authors conclude that effective psychological practice in modern condi-
tions presupposes the ability of a specialist to work with all the complexity of this open,
multidimensional system, where local interactions are inextricably linked with global

contexts.

The Effects of Leadership
Styles on Employee Work
Engagement in the IT Sector

he aim of this study was to examine the effects of transformational

T and transactional leadership styles on the level of work engagement

among employees in the IT sector. The IT industry is characterized by a highly dynamic
and changing work environment, high turnover rates, the need for adaptability, innova-
tion, creativity and teamwork, which is why leadership style is a key factor in employee
motivation and engagement. Accordingly, the study was conducted on a sample of 334
employees from the IT sector in Bosnia and Herzegovina. The TLI scale (Transforma-
tional Leadership Inventory; Podsakoff et al., 1990) was used to measure leadership styles,
while work engagement was measured by the Utrecht Work Engagement Scale (UWES;
Schaufeli et al., 2002). The analysis of the collected data included descriptive statistics,
correlation analysis and hierarchical regression analysis in order to examine the relative
contribution of transformational and transactional leadership styles in predicting the
level of work engagement. The results showed that there is a strong positive correlation

between transformational leadership style and employee engagement, while the relation-

ship between transactional style and engagement was weaker, but still statistically signif-
icant. Furthermore, hierarchical regression analysis showed that transformational style
has greater predictive power in explaining variability in engagement compared to trans-
actional style. The results obtained indicate the importance of strategic development of
leadership competencies within the IT sector, with a focus on strengthening transforma-
tional leadership components. Such an approach can significantly contribute to increas-
ing the level of employee engagement, which is crucial for maintaining competitiveness

and innovation in this sector.

Motivation and Academic
Satisfaction Among Students
of Different Years of Study

The aim of this study was to examine the relationship between academic moti-
vation and satisfaction with the course of studies, as well as their associations with Grade
Point Average (GPA) and year of study. The sample consisted of 215 students from the Fac-
ulty of Philosophy, Faculty of Medicine, and Academy of Arts in Banja Luka. Two instru-
ments were used: the Intrinsic and Extrinsic Motivation Scale (IM/EM) and a Satisfaction
Scale (ZAD) constructed for the purposes of this research.Although the IM/EM scale
was originally based on two dimensions (intrinsic motivation, a = .759; extrinsic motiva-
tion, a = .779), exploratory factor analysis revealed a third dimension—identified moti-
vation (a = .750), reflecting internalized external goals. Factor analysis of the Satisfaction
Scale yielded three components: satisfaction with teaching quality (a = .882), technical

conditions (a = .771), and interpersonal relationships with staff (a = .748). Intrinsic and
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identified motivation were positively and significantly correlated with satisfaction with
teaching quality and staft relationships (p < .0o1), while only identified motivation corre-
lated with satisfaction with technical conditions (p < .0o1). Extrinsic motivation was not
significantly related to satisfaction. Higher GPA was significantly associated with greater
intrinsic (p < .0o1) and identified motivation (p < .005), and with lower satisfaction with
technical conditions (p < .005), while other correlations with GPA were non-significant.
Second-year students reported significantly higher satisfaction with teaching quality and
technical conditions (p < .o1), whereas no significant differences were found in motiva-
tion or satisfaction with staft relationships across years of study. These findings highlight
the role of intrinsic and identified motivation in academic satisfaction and emphasize the
importance of enhancing teaching quality and providing targeted support for students in

later stages of their studies.

The Relationship Between
Age and Gender and Social
Media Habits of Primary and
Secondary School Students

his study investigated the behaviors and attitudes of 1,023 primary

T and secondary school students from the Republic of Srpska with the

aim of examining their internet habits, exposure to online risks, and coping strategies
when faced with potential abuse. The sample included almost equal proportions of boys
(49.76%) and girls (50.24%), with an average age of 15.35 years. Findings showed that In-
stagram (31.28%), TikTok (18.08%), and Snapchat (13.39%) are the most frequently used
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social media platforms, while nearly all respondents (100%) reported using communica-
tion applications such as Viber and WhatsApp. Internet use was predominantly linked
to chatting (91.10%) and posting photos (84.06%), whereas learning (21.02%) and online
shopping (8.50%) were significantly less common. A concerning result was that 88.46% of
students accept friend requests from strangers, thus exposing themselves to considerable
online risks. Regarding coping strategies in situations of online abuse, more than half of
the students (58.55%) reported that they would not seek help from parents, the police, or
others, while 23.95% would talk to parents and 16.33% would report the incident to the
police. No significant gender differences were found in most areas of internet use, risk
exposure, or coping responses, except that girls showed a slightly higher preference for
Snapchat, whereas boys more often used Telegram and Discord. Age was significantly
related to internet habits: younger students more frequently used the internet for learn-
ing and entertainment, whereas older students posted more content, engaged in online
purchasing, and were more likely to accept friend requests from unknown individuals.
Younger students were also less likely to report abuse. A Chi-square test was used to
determine age- and gender-related differences. The findings have practical implications
for the development of parental guidance materials that provide effective communication
strategies and tools for strengthening children’s online safety and fostering a safer digital

upbringing.

R has gained increasing relevance in contemporary society, as conflicts be-

tween these domains significantly affect emotional well-being and everyday functioning.
Teachers, due to the demanding nature of their profession—which requires responsibil-
ity, flexibility, and emotional engagement—are particularly vulnerable to difficulties in
balancing professional and private life. Such challenges often result in stress and emo-
tional overload. The aim of this study was to examine the extent to which personality
traits and resilience predict work-family conflict among teachers. Work-family conflict
was conceptualized through two dimensions: work-to-family conflict, when profession-
al duties interfere with private life, and family-to-work conflict, when family demands
disrupt professional obligations. The research was conducted on a convenience sample
of 324 teachers (70.1% female), aged 22 to 63 years (M = 40.44, SD = 9.39). The Big Five
Inventory-10 (BFI-10) was used to assess personality traits, the Brief Resilience Scale to
measure resilience, and the Work-Family Conflict Scale to evaluate both dimensions of
conflict. Regression analysis showed that the model significantly predicted both fami-
ly-to-work conflict (R* = .099, F(6,317) = 5.778, p < .001) and work-to-family conflict (R*
=112, F(6,317) = 6.649, p < .001). For family-to-work conflict, neuroticism and agreeable-
ness emerged as significant positive predictors, whereas extraversion was negatively as-
sociated with this dimension. For work-to-family conflict, neuroticism emerged as a risk
factor, while resilience acted as a protective factor. Conscientiousness showed a tendency
toward increasing conflict, although not at a statistically significant level. These findings
emphasize the importance of personality traits and resilience in explaining how teachers

experience the interaction between professional and family roles. The results have impli-
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cations for educational policy and practice, indicating the need for systemic support and

interventions aimed at strengthening resilience and promoting teacher well-being.

such content, either voluntarily or involuntarily (under pressure or coercion). Since dif-
ficulties in emotion regulation predicts impulsive and risky behaviors, this study aimed
to examine the relationship between emotion regulation strategies and engagement in
sexting among adolescents. An online study (funded by the Croatian Science Founda-
tion, project number: 3555) was conducted with a sample of 1,618 Croatian adolescents
(842 boys and 776 girls; age: M = 16.42, SD = 1.14 years). Participants completed subscales
measuring consensual and nonconsensual active sexting from the Sexting Questionnaire,
as well as the Adolescent Emotion Regulation Questionnaire, which assesses five emotion
regulation strategies: positive reorientation, rumination, distraction, communication,
and participation in cultural activities. Bivariate correlations showed a significant and
strong relationship between consensual or nonconsensual sexting. Furthermore, male
gender showed a significant but low correlation with both forms of active sexting. Ru-
mination was weakly and positively associated with both forms of sexting, while positive
reappraisal and distraction were weakly and negatively correlated with nonconsensual
sexting. Participation in cultural activities showed a weak but significant positive correla-
tion with nonconsensual active sexting. Regression analyses (controlling for age and gen-
der) revealed that female gender and positive reorientation were negative predictors of
both forms of sexting, whereas rumination and communication were positive predictors.
Distraction negatively predicted nonconsensual active sexting, while participation in cul-
tural activities showed a low positive association in the same model. The findings suggest

that strategies of positive reappraisal of stressful situations and temporarily diverting at-
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tention from unpleasant emotions through activities that reduce emotional overload may
decrease engagement in (non)consensual sexting. Conversely, repetitive thinking about
the causes of events and expressing emotional discomfort may increase the likelihood of

engaging in sexting.

F stylistic, thematic, and narrative characteristics. This study aimed to com-

pare expert genre classifications with viewers’ subjective preferences. For the purposes
of the research, a film preference scale based on short film synopsis was constructed.
Based on content similarity and stylistic elements, films were grouped into four catego-
ries. Due to low internal consistency, the “entertaining content” scale was excluded from
further analyses. The highest reliability was obtained for the science fiction and adventure
scale (Cronbach’s a = .76), while reliabilities for romantic-drama (a = .605) and thrilling
content (a = .55) were lower, yet acceptable for exploratory research. Exploratory factor
analysis identified three latent dimensions: action-thrilling content (a = .765), fantasy
and family adventure (a = .583), and romantic-drama content (a = .573). Results indi-
cated a high correspondence between expert and empirical classifications, particularly
for science fiction and adventure (r = .974; p < .01), action-thrilling (r = .609; p < .001),

and romantic-drama content (r = .719; p < .01). Men expressed stronger preferences for
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fantasy, adventure, and high-arousal content, while no gender differences were observed
for romantic-drama content. These gender patterns were consistent across both expert
and empirical classifications. Participants with secondary education gave lower ratings
for romantic-drama films compared to those with higher education (F = 4.119; p < .005).
A significant interaction between gender and education was also found (F = 3.189; p <
.05), suggesting that educational level shapes genre preferences differently for men and
women. These findings highlight the importance of further developing reliable measures
of film preferences and suggest that qualitative approaches could deepen the understand-

ing of motivational and experiential aspects underlying genre selection.

Children’s Online Privacy:

he primary objective of thisresearch was toassess the prevalence

T of parental behaviors related to posting photographs of their children on

social media platforms, with a particular focus on the phenomenon of “sharenting” Ad-
ditionally, the study examined parents’ attitudes toward digital privacy and children’s on-
line safety. The aim was to identify potentially risky parental practices, the prevalence of
misconceptions, and to evaluate the need for educational and preventive measures aimed
at protecting children’s online privacy. Data was collected through a survey specifical-
ly designed for this study. In addition to sociodemographic variables, the questionnaire
included both open- and closed-ended items addressing parents’” digital behaviors. The
sample consisted of 1,161 parents from the Republic of Srpska (40.57% fathers and 59.43%

mothers), with a mean age of 31.66 years (range: 18-56). The results indicate that Insta-
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gram is the most frequently used social media platform among respondents (49.35%) and
that 64.43% of parents regularly post photographs of their children online, most com-
monly for memory preservation or social validation, reflecting the practice known as
sharenting. Concerningly, 56.50% of parents reported sharing photographs of their chil-
dren without clothing, and 64.51% store such images on digital devices. More than half
of the respondents deny that their behavior could potentially endanger their children
(52.80%), and 50.22% do not believe that children have a right to digital privacy. The find-
ings further show that mothers, compared to fathers, are more likely to post images of
their children on social media, to share and store nude photographs of their children, and
to demonstrate lower awareness regarding violations of children’s digital privacy rights,
preventive campaigns, and risks of misuse. Only one-third of parents (33.10%) believe
that preventive campaigns are useful. The results are discussed within the framework of
the “belief in a just world” psychological construct, oftfering a phenomenological inter-

pretation of parents’ perceptions.

his study examined physiological responses of psychology and

T physical education/sport students to violent video content from sporting

venues and everyday environments, considering sex differences and educational specializa-
tion. Participants included 98 students (59 psychology, 39 physical education/sport), com-
prising 29 men and 69 women. The experimental protocol consisted of five phases: baseline
rest, stadium violence viewing, second rest period, street violence viewing, and final rest.
Physiological responses were monitored using the Nexus 10 MKII biofeedback system with
Biotrace+ software, measuring heart rate (HR), heart rate variability (SDNN), respiration
rate (RR), galvanic skin response (GSR), and blood volume pulse (BVP). Data were analyzed
using repeated measures ANOVA. Results revealed statistically significant changes (p < .05)
across all parameters except HR, suggesting that exposure to violent content elicits pro-
nounced physiological responses. Additional group differences in physiological functioning
were observed. Female participants exhibited higher HR values (p = .021) and a tendency
toward lower BVP (p = .061) compared to male counterparts. Analysis by academic pro-
gram revealed within-group differences in HR dynamics (p = .039), while between-group
effects showed that physical education/sport students had higher SDNN (p = .o15), higher
RR (p = .019), and lower HR compared to psychology students (p < .oo1). Despite its modest
scale, this study demonstrates that physiological responses to violence are pronounced and
differentiated by individual sex and area of academic specialization. Results are discussed
within the context of personality-education training interactions that potentially shape psy-
chophysiological functioning, with implications for understanding stress resilience and de-

signing targeted interventions for specific student and professional populations.

he adapted Diana Baumrind model (responsiveness/warmth x

T demandingness/control) posits four parenting styles: authoritative, au-
thoritarian, permissive, and indifferent. The widely used PSDQ questionnaire based on
this model does not include the indifferent style and shows several content and structural
shortcomings. A recent preliminary B&H revision of the PSDQ addressed some, but not
all of these issues. The aim of this study was to continue that content/structural revi-
sion, including an attempt to add an operationalization of the indifferent style. Using the
B&H PSDQ form as the starting framework, 50 items were carefully content-mapped and
written, and administered to N=418 adults (77% women; M=31.74, SD=9.20 years; 53%
parents, 47% prospective parents). After excluding 13 items, a CFA indicated adequate fit
for a four-factor model: CFI=.915, TLI=.909, RMSEA=.046, SRMR=.074. Factor corre-
lations were low to moderate, with a negative association between the authoritative and
authoritarian styles (—.28) and a positive association between the permissive and indif-
ferent styles (.39). Means of summed scores (1-5) were as follows: authoritative M=4.46,
SD=o0.42; authoritarian M=2.94, SD=0.74; permissive M=1.80, SD=o0.54; indifferent
M=2.44, SD=0.68. Information analysis (2PL IRT, 0€[-3,3]) showed that the authori-

tative scale is highly informative at lower levels of the latent trait (=83% of information
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at 0<o; indications of a ceiling effect), the permissiveness scale at higher levels (=78% at
0>0; indications of a floor effect), authoritarianism is the most balanced across the con-
tinuum, and indifference provides the lowest total yet relatively evenly distributed infor-
mation. Comparisons between parents and prospective parents showed small differenc-
es: higher authoritative (d=0.24, p=.015) and lower authoritarian scores among parents
(d=-o0.21, p=.029), while the remaining differences were not significant (|d|<o.13). This
revision refined item content and confirmed the four-factor structure of parenting styles
with satisfactory fit and expected patterns of means and correlations, with the exception
of a relatively elevated indifference score. For further revisions, we recommend expand-
ing and balancing the indifference scale and adding “harder” items to the authoritative
and permissive scales to mitigate ceiling and floor effects, along with additional checks
across different administration modalities (e.g., parents vs. children) and examinations

of criterion validity.

he primary family is the environment in which a “life philosophy”

develops, that is, a set of basic assumptions about human nature that
shape our perceptions, orientation, and the degree of interpersonal trust in relationships.
The aim of this study was to examine the extent to which adults’ retrospective
perceptions of parental behaviors during childhood predict current appraisals of
general human values, reflected in views of oneself and others, specifically ratings of
the self, a close person, and an average person. The sample comprised 783 young adults
(mean age about 23 years; 64.6% women), primarily university students. Perceived
parental behavior was measured with questionnaires of parenting styles (authoritative,
authoritarian, permissive) and family functioning/dynamic (cohesion, expressiveness,
trust, responsibility, conflict). Human values were assessed using an adapted measure
of three Wrightsman’s dimensions: altruism, trustworthiness, and independence. To
check for a systematic influence of current affective state on rating quality, a depression
questionnaire was also administered. Consistent with the “better-than-average” effect,
ratings were most favorable for the self, followed by a close person, and least favorable for
an average person. At the bivariate level, authoritativeness, cohesion, trust, responsibility,
and expressiveness were consistently associated with more favorable appraisals, whereas
conflict, as well as paternal authoritarian and permissive styles, were associated with less
favorable appraisals of the self and others. In regression analyses, within the domain of
family dynamics, uniquely positive predictive contributions were carried primarily by
maternal cohesion and, for fathers, expressiveness, while maternal conflict was the most
stable negative predictor. Parenting styles retained unique effects only when unfavorable

and only for fathers (authoritarian, permissive), whereas positive unique effects were
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better captured by broader indicators of family dynamics. Although effects were generally
small, the patterns were robust: partial control for depression did not change the direction
or significance of the key correlations. The findings suggest that maternal cohesion and
paternal warm expressiveness are potential protective and promotive factors, whereas
maternal conflict and paternal excessive control or excessive leniency are risks for less

favorable social appraisals in adulthood.

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The contribution of emotional
intelligence measured by
maximal achievement tests
in explaining academic
achievement at the tertiary
level of education

his study examined whether emotional intelligence (El), measured

Tby maximal performance tests, contributes to explanation of students’

academic achievement, while controlling self-reported EI, cognitive intelligence, and
personality traits. The sample comprised 466 students, primarily from the University
of Banja Luka (spanning 22 fields of study), with an average age of about 23 years and
approximately 69% women. The criterion was grade point average (GPA), considered
both in its raw form and adjusted for gender, year of study, and field of study. Ability-based
EI was measured with the STEU-B (emotional understanding) and STEM-B (emotion
management) tests, and self-reported EI with the UEK-15 questionnaire. Personality traits
were measured with the short Big Five Inventory (BFI-S), and cognitive intelligence was
operationalized via three tests: verbal, numerical, and matrix reasoning. Results showed
that STEU-B and STEM-B scores did not correlate significantly with students’ grades
and did not add to the explained variance in grades once cognitive abilities, personality
traits, and self-reported EI were taken into account. Consistent predictors of grades were
verbal reasoning and the trait of Conscientiousness. Hierarchical analyses confirmed
that including ability-based EI increased the explained variance in grades by a negligible
amount and not to a statistically significant degree. Item-level analyses indicated modest
and insufliciently consistent criterion relevance of STEU-B and STEM-B, while factor
analyses called their structural validity into question. Potential issues were also noted
regarding content validity and the procedures for determining correct answers. The

findings suggest that El measured by maximal performance tests, at least as operationalized
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by STEU-B and STEM-B tests, is not a relevant predictor of academic achievement at the
tertiary level. At the same time, the results confirm the importance of cognitive abilities
and Conscientiousness and underscore the need for further psychometric validation and

theoretical grounding of STEU-B and STEM-B EI tests.
